I have followed the
debate on Dr. Dettman’s
reported comments

The idea that SV40 is
involved with AIDS is
not so silly even if Dr.

In 1962, SV40, and
other monkey viruses,
were found to have con-
taminated both live and
injectable polio, measles
and  adenovirus = vac-
cines.
