Overseas Missionary experience for young people.
This is an example only.  There is no ‘one size fits all’.  Each case is unique and therefore requires a custom made response.

You have to put your convictions regarding vaccinations under the spotlight and you need to be brutally honest with yourself by asking:

What exactly are your convictions?

Where did they come from?

How willing are you to put them to the test?  (See below).

The problem you face however, is in the context of the organizers of the youth group’s missionary work.

Like it or not, you are part of a church activity and churchianity is a system.  It has a structure which requires organization details to enable it to function.  This in turn requires compliance and an element of control to provide “responsible” leadership and “accountability”.  You have to clarify who the accountability is: To OSH, the Government, Church governance or God?  The course you will follow will probably be decided by your answer.  

There’s one ingredient however, which really rocks the boat of conformity – God!  This becomes a real crunch point!  Such facets as “how personal and intimate is a believer’s relationship with Him?  How much real standing on the promises of God’s word is there?  Can God be trusted in the “mind” or with the intellect, to keep His promises, (for He does not lie)?  Does that trust become a heart conviction which translates into our whole being?  Is the “talk” being “walked”?

God has designed and created our marvellous bodies including an amazing immune system.  Do vaccinations abuse this?  Are believers, by vaccinating, treating God’s design as inadequate, and saying to god that man’s modifications are superior?  Does a believer in the Lord Jesus treat their body as the temple of the Holy Spirit, and for example, eat and live accordingly?

Unfortunately, churchianity has been beguiled with and infiltrated by the world’s systems, and Romans 12:2 becomes an issue.

But not for everyone.  Immediately it becomes a spiritual Great Divide of mindset mountains.  Theology and an individual’s obedience to the leading and prompting of the Holy Spirit, may conflict with, and take second place to the requirements which the system of churchianity expect its “signees” to adhere to .  Who in all the organizational mix is correct?   What accommodation will be made for someone, who for instance, has strong personal convictions that god has told them that vaccinated and drugs are not to be used?  Will the organization consider that person’s leading from God to be defective?

You indicate that it is a case of vaccinations/medications, or no go!

It is the spiritual issue we are dealing with now.  Our experience has shown that often the church “rules/authority” have to be obeyed, “for the good of all”.  Full stop.

So you have some choices to make.  You can try to negotiate, but we suspect that your options will be that you either “submit”, or you don’t.

It would be great to have a situation where there was united support from the whole church on committing the health and well-being of your son/daughter to the Lord, for His protection, provisions and promises as recognition of your vaccination convictions.  Would your church walk the talk in this way?  Without a church which has total faith in god’s word, His abilities, and His promises, our other comments would probably form the basis of your other “options”.
